Maksymova A. Ya. THEMATIC CLASSIFICATION OF NEOLOGISMS
IN THE BRITISH PRESS

In the article, the author analyzed neologisms in the British press and used the dictionary of new vocabulary,
which is posted with the link https://dictionaryblog.cambridge.org/tag/neologisms/2023, 2022, 2021, 2020,
2019. The article examined 157 neologisms, and they are classified into thematic groups LIFE ACTIVITY,
TECHNOLOGY, HUMAN AND RELATIVES, FOOD, HEALTH AND SPORT, CLIMATE AND ECOLOGY,
LITERATURE and ARCHITECTURE. It is shown that the development of society is necessarily connected
with scientific and technical progress, which is caused by the appearance of new computer equipment
and devices. It is considered that modern neologization processes testify to anthropomorphism and, as
a result, man is the main driving force of changes, since the improvement of technical means is oriented to
the creation of comfortable living conditions. It was determined that food is an important element of everyday
life and holidays, and the variety of products creates prerequisites for creating new delicious dishes that need
a new name. Trade, business, and money are shown to be such an important part of ensuring the well-being
of the population, since proper business and money enable the purchase of the latest technological innovations.
It was determined that climatic changes and efforts to simplify the process of information transfer and climatic
changes, which determine the need for the formation of a new vocabulary. It is substantiated that the variety
of life situations and acquired life experience caused the emergence of new styles and genres, etc. It was
determined that the increase in the number of the population, the availability of various dishes and technical
devices, the saturation of everyday life caused the need to improve the construction of buildings and their
diversity. It is substantiated that human activity is the center of language transformation based on the analysis
of the tendency of the appearance of neologisms in 2019-2023. It has been proven that current events of a local
and global scale directly cause a change in vocabulary, in particular, social bubble, corona corridor, covexit,
covidivorce appeared during the viral infection of COVID-19. It is shown that the consequences of isolation
were the active formation of new words during Zoom communication.
