1. Kpaina-arpecop (anen. aggressor — a person,
country, etc. that attacks first [14]) — kpaina, sika
3IIMCHIOE arpecito, Hamajaae, MepIIol0 3aCTOCOBYE
30poiiHy cHiIy TpoTH YKpaiHu; KpaiHa-3arapOHWK,
30poitHa arpecis skoi movanacs 27 srororo 2014 p.

(1) On 24 February 2022 the Russian Federation
started a full-scale invasion of Ukraine by simulta-
neously attacking the state from northern, eastern,
and southern directions. A common misconception
exists that this invasion signified the beginning of the
Russo-Ukrainian war,; to the contrary, the first act
of aggression — as defined by the 1974 UN General
Assembly Resolution 2330 (XXII) — took place on
27 February 2014. On that day, Russian soldiers in
unmarked uniforms seized administrative buildings
and strategic sites across Crimea, eventually leading
to the occupation of the peninsula [10].

(2) ...the Western world and Ukraine expected
aggressive action from Russia. However, the scope
and character of the aggression was unexpected to
many [12].

2. Kpaina-oxkynaut (auen. occupier — a member
of an army that has entered and taken control of a
foreign country, etc. [16]; invader — one that starts
armed conflict against another especially without
reasonable cause [14]) — kpaina, sxa 6e3 Baromoi
NPUYMHU 3IIHCHIOE OKyMaIito YKpaiHu, 3aXOILTIoE
30pOHHUMHU CHUJIAMH YaCTUHY YKpaiHU:

(3) Not to mention that it was Russia who initiated
a full-scale invasion: it attacked Ukraine under a
very dubious pretext of “denazification,” “demilita-
rization,” and protection of Russian-speakers [17].

(4) ... unexpectedly the invaders encountered a
fierce and effective resistance movement. Upon occu-
pying some territory, the Russian army would become
enmeshed in Ukraine'’s manoeuvrable defence, suffer
immense initial casualties (compared to other mod-
ern wars), and stall [12].

(5) ... the current Russian strategy in the war seems
to conquer as much new territory as possible before
Western heavy equipment arrives in Ukraine [12].

3. Kpaina-cnoncop tepopusmy (anen. a state
sponsor of terrorism, a state that “uses means of
terrorism” [9]; sponsor — a person or company that
supports someone by paying for their training, educa-
tion, living costs etc. [13]) — kpaiHa, sika CLIOHCOpPY€
TEPOPHU3M Ta BUKOPHCTOBYE 3aCO0H TEpOpy B YKpaiHi:

(6) “But later, as Russia’s brutal terror and atroc-
ities shocked the world, the West began to cross its
self-imposed ‘red lines’ despite initially being reluc-
tant to supply lethal aid [11].

(7) Due to the extra-territorial nature of the stat-
ute, a designation [as a terrorist organization] would
substantially hamper Wagner’s operations by put-
ting foreign individuals, companies, and countries
on notice that doing business with the organization

means risking prosecution in the United States.” Sev-
eral legal and counterterrorism experts have already
weighed in that the Wagner Group meets the defini-
tion of a terrorist organization [19].

4. Kpaina-tepopuct (auen. someone who uses
violence such as bombing, shooting etc. to obtain
political demands [13]) — xpaina, sika U1 TOCSITHEHHS
CBOIX MLiJel B3IIMCHIOE TEpop, SAECPHUH INAHTAK,
BHUKOPHUCTOBYE HACHJILCTBO, JI0 MIPUKIIALy OoMOapy-
BaHHSI IUBUTBHOTO HACEJICHHS YKpaiHW, 3aXOIICHHS
aTOMHOI CTaHIIii:

(8) All three argue that the Russian nuclear threat
should not be underestimated. <...> Both analysts
also note that contemporary Russia put the whole
world on alert and made the EU and US revise their
security objectives [17].

(9) Columns of Russian tanks and armoured vehi-
cles stretched from the northern border to Kyiv
suburbs. On their path, Russians even occupied the
Chornobyl Nuclear Power Plant and, to everyone's
shock, started digging trenches in radiation-contam-
inated places [10].

(10) Russia resorted to massive artillery tactics
and levelled Ukrainian cities through intensive shell-
ing [10].

5. Kpaina-3nounneunb (auen. crime — activities
that involve breaking the law [16]; criminal — some-
one who is involved in illegal activity or has been
found guilty of a crime [13]) — xpaina, sika BUMHIE
37I0YMHU 1010 YKpaiHu. «JlepxkaBa-TepopucT — e
e He Bce, 00 pd BUMHSE LTy HU3KY MIKHAPOAHUX

(11) It should be understood that the Russian
leadership is waging a war of genocidal aggression.
These are extremely serious crimes that place Rus-
sian leaders in the same category as the Pol Pots,
Adolf Hitlers, and other monsters that have plagued
history [11].

(12) Putin's Russia continues to destroy property
and deliberately kill civilians as no other “winning”
options are feasible at the moment [18].

(13) What the Russians are doing is a crime. There
is no worse crime than stealing children.” At least
13,000 children have been transferred to Russia since
the start of the full-scale war, according to Ukrainian
authorities [10].

(14) “A report by three teams of experts assem-
bled by the New Lines Institute and the Raoul Wallen-
berg Centre for Human Rights cites “a widespread
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and systematic pattern, including gang rape, rape in
homes or shelters, rape of parents in front of chil-
dren and vice versa,” as part of a genocide targeting
Ukrainians, in violation of the United Nations Gen-
ocide Convention [11].

(15) Meanwhile, international investigators again
made shocking discoveries as they documented
accounts of detentions, torture, collaboration, prop-
erty theft, and missing relatives in the recently liber-
ated Kharkiv oblast [10].

6. Kpaina-opexyn (auen. liar — someone who
deliberately says things which are not true [13]) —
KpaiHa, s’ka HABMUCHO TOBOPHUTH HEIIPaBIy, J0 MPH-
KJIaJly BUIIPABIyBaHHS arpeCUBHOTO BTOPIHEHHS
B YkpaiHy, IPUXOBYBaHHS KIJIBKOCTI 3arMOIUX POCiii-
CBKHX BIMCHKOBHUX TOIIO:

(16) Instead of the initially declared “denazifica-
tion” and “demilitarization,” which had anticipated
a fast conquest of the capital and removal of the gov-
ernment, Russian officials now emphasized that their
major goal had always been to “liberate” the Don-
bas [18].

(17) “This is a count of bodies that can be essen-
tially proven. Its kind of the minimal official count.
Russia can downplay it, but everybody on this list can
be traced to an official notice,” Verzilov is quoted as
saying. “I would say that the amount of killed sol-
diers looks like it's closer to 70, 80, or 90,000 [11].

7. Kpaina-nponaranguct (auen. propagandist —
a person who creates or spreads propaganda [16]) —
KpaiHa, sIKa CTBOPIOE YU TONIMPIOE TPOTIAraHy:

(18) European perceptions of Ukraine are still
often dangerously distorted by the lingering effects of
Russian propaganda [17].

(19) The narrative that Ukraine is a basket case,
unreformable and utterly corrupted, has long been a
Kremlin propaganda narrative [11].

(20) ... a widespread manipulation technique
used by media outlets and unchallenged experts is to
portray “Russia” as the biggest victim of World War
1l and the “defender of Europe from the Nazis.” <...>
It has been stated repeatedly that “Russia” endured
around 27 million casualties, but in reality it wasn t
“Russia’— it was the Soviet Union which comprised
many subjugated nations. As a percentage of popula-
tion, it’s Ukrainians and Belarusians who suffered the
most casualties —significantly more than the Russians
and more than the USSR average. Nevertheless, the
Kremlin uses this narrative to try to justify its actions
in Europe, Ukraine, and elsewhere and to rewrite
history [15].

8. Kpaina-6auir (6amitT — JroquHa, OTOJIOIICHA
103a 3aKOHOM; BUTHaHeNb [8]; Bim auen. ban — an
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order that something not be done or used,; prohibi-
tion [14]) — kpaina, sika MOpyLIy€e Mi>KHAPOIHE MPABO,
sika Ma€e OyTH OToJIOIIeHa 11032 3aKOHOM 1 BUKIJIIOUYEHa
3 MDKHApOJIHUX OpraHi3aliid, KpaiHa-BUTHAHEIb:

(21) Western policymakers debated new sanctions
to punish Russia for violating international law [10].

(22) Russia was seen to be dismantling the
peace-securing mechanisms of the current demo-
cratic world order by having brutally invaded and
illegally appropriated the territory of a UN member
and violating the UN Charter [12].

(23) Among Western countries a common under-
standing gradually solidified that Russians must be
tried for their crimes of aggression in Ukraine. New
rounds of sanctions against Russia were also intro-
duced [10].

(24) He concludes with a question whether Can-
ada should provide an example to the world by boy-
cotting Russia [11].

(25) Russia s strategic mistake has been to over-
estimate its own capabilities and underestimate
Ukrainian ones [17].

(26) Whatever the final results in Ukraine, Russia
has shown itself to be far less than a great power.
Putin’s total control over the state provides him no
alibis for failure, for lack of grand strategic thinking
and for poor military preparedness... [18].

(27) Contemporary Russia lacks the industrial,
ideological, and demographic potential to be equal
to the former USSR. Moreover, during the last three
decades, Russia has most often behaved like a “trade
partner,” not a “menacing threat,” in its relations
with the West [18].

(28) The Kremlin will commit as many forces as
it needs, for as long as it needs, until it eventually
succeeds in imposing its desired military solution in
Ukraine [18].

(29) Russia should not be punished too severely,
akin to Germany after the First World War: “Even if
Putin retains power, the objective of the United States
and its European allies must be to end the military
conflict and restart a dialogue with Moscow. Rather
than treat Russia as a pariah, the focus should be on
reintegrating it into Europe” [18)].

(30) Western media concluded that Russia was
unstoppable and its victory was a matter of time [10].

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Kalynovska I. M., Koliada E. K. LINGUISTIC IMAGE OF RUSSIA AS AN ENEMY
IN ANALYTICAL ARTICLES OF CANADIAN INSTITUTE OF UKRAINIAN STUDIES

The article describes the linguistic image of Russia as an enemy in the modern Russian-Ukrainian war,
actually since the beginning of a full-scale Russian invasion of Ukraine in February 2022. The research
material is analytical articles by Canadian Institute of Ukrainian Studies scientists, published on the Forum
of Ukrainian Studies in February-March 2022 and 2023, reflecting the analysis of leading Canadian
and American articles of these periods.

The linguistic image of modern Russia in mass media reflects the ambiguity of its perception in different
countries, which is usually distorted by Russian propaganda narratives about Ukrainians, the perception
of Ukraine through the prism of Russian politics, and the lack of knowledge of the world community about
the linguistic, cultural, and historical peculiarities of Ukraine.

By means of conceptual image analysis of research material, the following components of the linguistic
image of Russia as an enemy country are singled out: aggressor country — a country that attacks, uses weapons
against another state first, the armed aggression of which started on February 27, 2014, with the seizure
of Crimean peninsula of Ukraine, and the full-scale invasion of Ukraine began on February 24, 2022;
occupying country — a country that occupies the territory of Ukraine without a valid reason, country-sponsor
of terrorism — a country that sponsors terrovism and uses means of terror in Ukraine; terrorist country —
a country that, in order to achieve its goals, carries out terror, nuclear blackmail, uses violence, and bombs
the civilian population of Ukraine, criminal country — a country that commits a number of international crimes
against Ukraine (primarily military aggression (war), war crimes and crimes against humanity, the genocide
of Ukrainians), a lying country — a country that intentionally tells lies and justifies an aggressive invasion
of Ukraine, propagandist country — a country that creates and spreads propaganda against Ukraine, outlaw
country — a country that violates international law, which should be declared outlawed and excluded from
international organizations, an exile country.

It was defined that in North American media, Russia is portrayed in two ways: on the one hand, as a weak
country that has overestimated its military power, and on the other hand, as a state with unlimited natural
and human resources that can avoid punishment for its actions under the influence of its political or economic
pressure on other states. The synonymous names of Russia as an enemy have been determined.

The negative semantics of Russias linguistic image components reflects contempt for the enemy, mock
Russia s military power, and motivates and strengthens international support for Ukraine in the war.
