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Biskub I. P. THE EUROPEAN UNION IN THE DISCOURSES OF U.S. PRESIDENTS:
A COMPARATIVE CRITICAL ANALYSIS

The article presents the results of a comparative critical analysis of the discourses of former and current
U.S. Presidents Joe Biden and Donald Trump in the context of building geopolitical relations with the European
Union. It outlines contemporary directions in critical discourse analysis, including post-imperial discourse,
populist discourse, and far-right discourse. The study identifies decolonial ideological shifts that characterize
post-imperial discourse, which undermines empire-centric biases in discourse analysis.

In contemporary European Union politics, against the backdrop of populist election victories in many
European countries in the early third decade of the 21st century, the formation of populist and far-right
discourses can be observed. In the discourses of U.S. Presidents Joe Biden and Donald Trump, the construction
of relations with the European Union has become a dominant theme, marked by significant ideological
differences. A comparative critical discourse analysis of Biden's and Trump's speeches revealed thematic
and ideological shifts in U.S.-EU relations, which were critically examined based on widely known statements
by the presidents. These statements demonstrate the presence of explicit and implicit ideologies, which, at times,
are diametrically opposed and also indicate shifts in global politics.

Among the key topics where significant differences in ideological presuppositions were found are
the economic relations between the U.S., NATO, and the EU; commitment to shared democratic values;
and the role of the U.S. and the EU in the Russia-Ukraine war. It was established that the method of critical
discourse analysis is becoming an essential life skill in the era of global challenges in the 21st century. The
analysis results highlight the key role of Ukraine and the prospects for ending the Russia-Ukraine war in
shaping the ideological foundation of the Euro-Atlantic discourse.
