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Stanko D. V. REPRESENTATION OF THE CONCEPT FAN FICTION IN ENGLISH PUBLICISTIC
DISCOURSE

The article focuses on the analysis of the cognitive-discursive representation of the concept FAN FICTION
in English publicistic discourse. The relevance of the study is determined by the growing role of fan fiction
as a phenomenon of digital culture and its gradual institutionalization within mainstream publishing.
Despite numerous studies devoted to the socio-cultural and literary aspects of fan creativity, the issue of its
conceptualization in publicistic discourse remains insufficiently explored. The aim of the article is to identify
the semantic core and peripheral components of the concept FAN FICTION, to determine key cognitive
models and metaphorical schemas underlying its representation, and to analyze the axiological dominants and
discursive mechanisms of legitimizing the phenomenon in the context of its commercial success. The research
material includes English publicistic texts published in 2022-2024 in the online editions Vulture, Writing
Cooperative, Readable Blog, and The Fanfiction Phenomenon.

The findings demonstrate that the semantic core of the concept is structured around the ideas of creative
reinterpretation of canon, community-based production, digital nature, and interpretative freedom. Peripheral
components are associated with commercialization, romantic dominance, orientation toward audience
demands, and axiological ambivalence. The study reveals that the representation of the phenomenon relies
on cognitive models of movement, transformation, communal space, economic circulation, and hierarchical
legitimation. It is proved that contemporary publicistic discourse is characterized by a tendency toward a positive
re-evaluation of fan fiction, implemented through strategies of commercial validation, institutionalization, and
normalization. The results indicate a transformation of the status of fan fiction from a marginal fan practice to
a culturally and economically recognized segment of contemporary literature, reflecting broader shifts in the
digital cultural worldview.
